	FAW-Toyota Motor Co. says it will display an electric sedan under the Ranz brand at the Shanghai auto show next month.

The letter N in the brand name means new and natural, according to the joint venture.

The concept car is based on the platform of the Toyota Corolla EX. It was developed by a technical center that FAW and Toyota established in the north China port city of Tianjin.

Further details about the car have yet to be disclosed.

FAW-Toyota is a 50-50 joint venture between the Japanese automaker and China FAW Group Corp.

As required by the Chinese government, foreign automakers must create new brands for their China joint ventures and launch new cars under these brands.

To date, models carrying the proprietary brands of General Motors' microvan joint venture, Honda Motor Corp.'s two joint ventures and Nissan Motor Co.'s joint venture have gone on sale in China.

Volkswagen AG, Hyundai Motor Co. and Kia Motors Corp. also have announced plans to develop cars for their new joint-venture brands.
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
